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BE GRACIOUS TO ME!

Nothing could be more natural than seeking revenge against one who has wronged you. Even the youngest
child’s untrained sense of fairness demands payback. God's children, however, are not to submit to human
thinking but to the Word of God. What do the Scriptures say about our desire for revenge? When King David's
enemies rose against him, the Holy Spirit inspired him to pray in Psalm 41:10: “But You, O LORD, be gracious to
me, and raise me up, that | may repay them!” David prays for vengeance, and God ordains vengeance. Yet the
Scriptures also tell us not to “resist the one who is evil” (Matthew 5:39). What are we to make of this paradox? As
with all matters of the faith, we must look to our Lord’s crucifixion for the answer. For only by the cross is God
gracious to you; only at the cross does He demand payment for every injustice.

By oppression and
judgment He was taken away; and as for His generation, who considered that He was cut off out of the land of
the living, stricken for the transgression of My people? And they made His grave with the wicked and with a
rich man in His death, although He had done no violence, and there was no deceit in His mouth. Yet it was the
will of the LORD to crush Him; He has put Him to grief; when His soul makes an offering for sin, He shall see His
offspring; He shall prolong His days; the will of the LORD shall prosper in His hand. Out of the anguish of His
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soul He shall see and be satisfied; by His knowledge shall the righteous one, My servant, make many to be
accounted righteous, and He shall bear their iniquities. Therefore | will divide Him a portion with the many,
and He shall divide the spoil with the strong, because He poured out His soul to death and was numbered with
the transgressors; yet He bore the sin of many, and makes intercession for the transgressors.
